Sections

Districtwide, the number of sections for Fall 2017 remained stable (0%) as compared to the
number of sections for Fall 2016 end of term; City/ECC decreased 3% (46 sections), Mesa
remained stable 0% (5 sections), Miramar increased 9% (107 sections), and Continuing
Education decreased 6% (-80 sections). The total number of fully and partially online classes this
fall has increased by 13% compared to last fall (846 compared to 746). Districtwide, online
classes comprise approximately 13% of the total class offerings and 14% of all credit college
classes.

FTES

Overall, FTES for Fall 2017 has decreased 1.0% for the credit colleges compared to the same
point in Fall 2016 (City/ECC -2.3%, Mesa -4.2%, Miramar 6.2%). However, online FTES for
Fall 2017 has increased 9.8% for the credit colleges compared to the same point in Fall 2016
(City/ECC 4.7%, Mesa 5.5%, Miramar 23.1%). FTES for Continuing Education in Fall 2017 has
increased by 8.9% compared to Fall 2016.

Headcount

Unduplicated headcount for Fall 2017 credit colleges is lower (2%) when compared to the same
point in time in Fall 2016 (City/ECC -7%, Mesa -3%, and Miramar 10%). Headcount for
Continuing Education is also 2% lower when compared to this point in Fall 2016.

Fall 2017 credit colleges online only student headcount is 8% higher when compared to this
point in Fall 2016 (City/ECC 10%, Mesa 5%, and Miramar 18%). Continuing Education online
only student headcount is higher (39%) when compared to this point in Fall 2016.

Enrollment

Overall, enrollment for Fall 2017 credit colleges is showing a decrease of 1% compared to the
Fall 2016 first census (City/ECC -6%, Mesa -3%, and Miramar 10%). However, online
enrollment for Fall 2017 at all three credit colleges is showing an overall increase of 9%
compared to the same point in Fall 2016 (City/ECC 1%, Mesa 6%, and Miramar 24%) and on
campus enrollment is showing an overall decrease of 4% (City/ECC -8%, Mesa -5%, and
Miramar 6%). At Continuing Education, overall enrollment is showing a decrease (3%) as
compared to the same point in Fall 2016. However, online entollment for Fall 2017 is showing
an increase (30%), while on campus enrollment is showing a decrease (5%).

Higher Demand

There are currently 1,397 waitlisted sections in Fall 2017 (27% of all sections offered) compared
to 1,562 in Fall 2016 (30% of all sections offered). Of the Fall 2017 waitlisted sections, 1,062 are
on campus sections (24% of all on campus sections offered) and 335 are online sections (44% of
all online sections offered). The number of waitlisted seats decreased by 780 from last fall
(4,315) to this fall (3,535) and the percent of all seats that are waitlisted remained the same
compared to last fall (8%) to this fall (8%). There are currently 3,026 students on wait lists,
which is 622 fewer students (-17%) from last fall.

Outlook
The District overall, including the F-Factor is 0.6% above the base for 2017/18 (last year’s
reported ending FTES), and 0.3% below the estimated funded cap.
