Update on BRDS RFF format- Buran updated on the BRDS Working Group’s productive meeting of 4/22. The group focused on the committee’s short-term and long-term needs, opportunities, and constraints that included time-frame and man-power.  The agreement was reached regarding the current adequacy of a) a normal security level for the BRDS RFF, b) the use of an Adobe LifeCycle Designer-generated pdf RFF would allow automatic extraction of all filled fields as a csv file.
