A. Approval of Agenda & Previous Minutes:
· The agenda was approved 
· The minutes of the Nov. 5th meeting were also approved 
B. Reports:

C. Old Business: 
· Prioritization of Fall 2010 RFFs- Buran reviewed the guiding criteria and other considerations including the College-Wide Priorities for 2010/2011 for the committee’s prioritization and ranking of the requests.  
· The committee reviewed all requested items and identified those: a) needing the Technology Committee’s input, b) ineligible for IELM funding given the applicable accounting rules1, with Brett’s and Denise’s input, and the definition of “Equipment” for the purposes of IELM as defined in defined by California Community College Chancellor’s Office2, which was read by Brett Bell, c) representing College-Wide needs, and d) impacted number of sections by lack of requested item.

· The list of Fall 2010 RFFs was sorted out and prioritized:

· Two groups of RFFs were separated-out; Certification and Accreditation items and items ineligible for IELM funding.
· Remaining items were sorted based on each department’s first priority.  If the department’s first priority was not eligible for IELM funding then their second priority item was listed as their first.  

· Identification of College-Wide requests led to questions and concerns about the committee’s ranking of those prioritized items. Ranking of RFFs was stopped pending further discussion. Buran suggested that each member review the requested items and current rankings and bring suggestions to the next meeting.

For future clarification and use, Buran stated that she would write up the definitions for Supplies and Equipment in consultation with Brett.
(2) The definition for “Equipment” as defined by California Community College Chancellor’s Office for purposes of IELM:
“Equipment” shall mean tangible district property (excluding land and/or buildings and improvements thereon and licensed motor vehicles) of a more or less permanent nature that cannot be easily lost, stolen or destroyed; but which replaces, modernizes or expands an existing instructional program.  Furniture and computer software, which is an integral and necessary component for the use of other specific instructional equipment, may be included.
D. New Business:

· Resolution on Budget Allocation Proposal for 4000/5000 Budget Categories (Mesa) - The committee discussed the forwarded Mesa resolution and it was agreed that Miramar’s program review and budget processes are unique and no input regarding a Mesa-specific resolution is warranted.
