E.  NEW BUSINESS
i.  Update on Districtwide Basic Skills Planning (Armstrong)

Armstrong reported inconsistencies among colleges with assessment testing and a two-year required wait for students to retake assessment tests.  The frequency of tests and overall issue of mandatory assessment and placement need to be discussed.

To reduce class schedule costs, two versions will be published in fall 2009:  a streamlined version with no ads and limited student services narrative for mailing, and a complete version for campus distribution.  The “online” section of the printed schedule will feature titles only.  Kapitzke will check to see if the college is charged for schedules and how much.  The campus quantity will be closely monitored and adjusted.  Some colleges sell their schedules.
