C.  NEW BUSINESS

Proposed New Administration Building (Hsieh)

Hsieh reviewed the original facilities master plan, which called for the relocation of the police academy to NTC and the relocation of the campus continuing education program to the vacated academy building (A-200).  It also includes the construction of an admissions/administration building (not funded by Prop S/N) on the north end of the college campus.  Since the time of the original plan, use of NTC has changed and an EVOC range will be constructed on that site, resulting in the police academy staying on campus.  The fire technology program currently housed at NTC needs to relocate and CE needs to find a home on the Miramar campus.  A new proposal currently under consideration would construct a fire technology training facility and administration building on campus at the north location already identified for an administration building; CE would relocate to the vacated/remodeled A-100 building.  Lockers would move to E-100.  The A-100 science lab would move into the S-5000 expansion/lab remodel.  Cabinet members and their staff would relocate to the new administration building.  Feasibility of the proposal and funding are now being assessed. 

Implications of the 2010-2011 Budget (Hsieh)

Hsieh reviewed budget documents she distributed.  Clarification of particular reductions included:

• Hiring freeze – faculty positions are backfilled with adjunct; classified positions are approved and backfilled on a case-by-case basis 

•  Campus reductions – each college was asked to make cuts; for Miramar, it was $130,000, which was accomplished through defunding the PLACe coordinator position and shifting unfunded reassigned time to some restricted budgets.  Tutorial services are not being cut.

•  Fair share continuous reductions by employee units – (contributions through fair share reductions identified from management, supervisory, confidential, POA – sworn officers and POA non-sworn officers); AFT has not come forward with their fair share.

•  Class sections reductions – 1900 sections cut.  

Gade expressed concern that administrative cuts will have a negative affect on students as services and classes are reduced. 

Hsieh described the impact at Miramar College of district decisions:

•  Centralization of evaluators – Hsieh met with evaluators.  The move from campus to district will be August 6.  Helen Houllian will remain on campus as first contact for evaluations issues and will continue to report to Admissions.  She will relocate with the Veterans Office staff to the TRIO area, once TRIO has vacated. 

•  Elimination of 11- and 12-month flex for counselors/librarians.  Negotiations are under way regarding flex start dates for counselor contracts; otherwise, the college would need to fund adjunct counselors during the summer.   Figueroa thanked Hsieh for the open communication and transparency throughout the budget process.  

•  Hsieh stated the district is also looking at veterans services to enhance campus services and streamline district operations.  Figueroa suggested the college document the full impact and effect of centralization of services and elimination of flex contracts.  

D.  OLD BUSINESS
Acceptance of 2009-2010 ACCJC (Accrediting Commission for Community and Junior Colleges) Annual Report (Werle/Haidar)

Werle reviewed the draft 2009-2010 Accreditation Annual Report, “#19. Percent of college programs with on-going assessment of learning outcomes: 0%” and recommended the college consider existing direct vs. indirect assessments (i.e., AARC reports) to boost the number from “0” to possibly “100%.”  Haidar suggested using existing data from external and internal measures for SLOs for all instructional programs listed in the catalog and demonstrated how it would work with a few sample programs – applied biology, art, humanities. Haidar proposed a change be made to #19 from “0” to “up to 100%, based on a review of programs that have indirect measures of program assessment” and she will discuss the process she presented with department chairs in the fall.  Academic Senate Executive Committee approved the recommendation last week June 8; CEC agreed this approach meets the needs of the report and of students and approved recommendation by consensus.
