Whereas, the production of single-use plastic water bottles has a negative environmental impact by contributing to the release of over 2 million tons of carbon dioxide, a harmful greenhouse gas, annually; and





Whereas, the vast majority of single-use plastic bottles end up in landfills annually rather than being recycled, with the decomposition process lasting from 700 to 1,000 years; and  





Whereas, bottled water is subject to less stringent regulations in the U.S. than municipal tap water; 





Whereas, the sourcing of bottled water around the world may contribute to water privatization and loss of community access to water sources;  





Therefore, be it resolved, that we, the undersigned, recognizing the negative impact of the production and disposal of plastic water bottles, discourage the distribution of single-use plastic water bottles and encourage the use of reusable bottles for drinking.  To those ends, we recommend that the District install water bottle refill stations as the district standard.
