b. Articulation Officer – Items being discussed at the district level:

i.
Since 1988, the district has only accepted credit towards the associate degree from institutions with an “A.G.” rating in the AACRAO Handbook. Grossmont College is apparently the only other CCC campus to follow this practice. This can create difficulties for students because many institutions will accept credit from any regionally accredited institution, while we are much more restrictive.

ii.
Last semester the Academic Senate approved mirroring the UC and CSU systems in the use of AP test credit to fulfill associate degree general education requirements. The articulation officers are working on a similar proposal for International Baccalaureate test credit, which is more complicated.
c. Curriculum Chair – The District would like a representative from Miramar to be on their catalog committee.  The committee reviews standards of the catalog, review descriptions, if a campus requests a change it must go though the committee first before it goes on to CIC.  


The academic senate president, Ms Figueroa, is excited about matching courses with disciplines.  We have been trying to do this in our district for some time and she will try to get the ball going.
