Kathy Werle, VPI:  None

Duane Short, Articulation Officer:  Duane discussed the C-ID Program, which is a “supra-numbering” system that has the potential to facilitate articulation among CCCs as well as universities. C-ID uses a set of course descriptors that are developed by faculty who teach in each discipline. There is a meeting in March 2011 that will focus on Business, Math, Art, and Teacher Education.  Duane encouraged faculty to attend the next meeting and will share the date and location when he has more information.

Dan Igou, Curriculum Chair:  Dan and Duane Short attended a meeting at Mesa College to discuss articulation between the San Diego Community College District and UCSD.   Recently, Mesa College courses were accepted for articulation agreements, but the same Miramar College course was not accepted.  This is being questioned because the course outlines for both campuses would be the same.  It was reported by Duane that the problem is that UCSD was using individual course syllabi rather than the official course outline as basis for the articulation agreement.  The District is working on a solution with UCSD where if a course if approved for articulation for one campus, it will also be accepted for the other two campuses.
