 MINUTES
Old Business

1) Approval of Past Meeting Minutes

· March 5, 2009 (Buser/Willkie) MSC w/one abstention
2) Campus Master Plan Update (C. Wilde)
C. Wilde distributed copies of minutes from CEC to provide additional information regarding the master plan and future changes.  S. Schwarz asked regarding item 1.20, when the change to have the police sub-station included with the parking structure occurred.  J. Bray commented both City and Mesa both have their sub-station as part of their parking structure.  Additionally, the transit center is planned to be located at that end of the campus as well as the eventual plan to have a bus/car pool ramp that will come from 15 to Hillary/transit center.  With this activity on campus, it is more conducive to have the police sub-station at the north end of campus.  The building will be separate from the parking structure.
D. Buser asked for an update on the Reprographics move.  J. Bray mentioned there was an issue with the flooring not meeting the quality required by the District.  Industrial carpet will be installed in the office area and at some point the mailroom will be scheduled to have the tiles re-done.  Reprographics staff will not be moving during spring break as previously hoped.
3) Cell Tower Update – Hourglass Park (C. Wilde/D. Gutowski)


Nothing new to report.
4) Digital Messaging Update (S. Trevisan/G. Magpuri) – Tabled for April Meeting
Neither S. Trevisan nor G. Magpuri was present.  This item will be taken off the agenda until they are able to attend.  The background of this item is to look at updating the current marquee, look at current signage and the possibility of adding digital signage that can be controlled from a central hub to provide updated information for campus events, etc., in future building plans.  The digital signage would have to be included in the FF&E process.  J. Bray mentioned the District is to submit an RFQ for a wayfaring plan over the summer.  
New Business

1) Parking Task Force (D. Gutowski)
D. Gutowski provided an update regarding the Parking Task Force, comprised of J. Bray, D. Picou, S. Trevisan, C. Wilde and D. Gutowski.  The assignment is to review current and future campus parking challenges.  Issues behind the most recent lack of parking on campus include the limited number of student drops mid semester that usually occur and the closure of the dirt lot due to rain.  Options being looked at to help alleviate parking include car pooling, shuttling, using lots at Wangenhiem across the street, parking at Hourglass Park and increasing flex parking on campus.  C. Wilde asked if anyone had received any feedback on current flex parking but none had been given.  The Task Force has reviewed evening staff parking needs to determine where additional flex parking may be added.  J. Bray provided information regarding future parking changes in the coming months due to current and upcoming construction projects.  S. Schwarz mentioned the importance of making sure we have signage ready to direct students during the fall semester.  D. Gutowski indicated they are looking at utilizing 35 spaces around F100 and A100 as flex parking for fall.  He will bring a map to the next meeting to review the location with the Committee.  D. Willkie asked if information will be given to students when they purchase their permits regarding flex parking locations.  It was noted that Flex signs will be posted and notations painted on the ground.
2) Field House Bleachers (D. Gutowski for N. Gehler)

N. Gehler had requested a follow-up on the estimate for the bleachers and to remind the Committee members what had previously been discussed regarding getting an estimate to remove the 200 bleachers on the College’s side of the gym and install bleachers to accommodate 500 spectators.  Feasibility will be based upon a review of all Prop S & N projects to determine if there is the ability to fund this project.  J. Bray should have the estimate by the May 7th meeting. 

3) Clarification on Blue Recycle Bins (S. Schwarz)

S. Schwarz asked if the campus receives funds for recycling.  D. Lindsay indicated campus recycling is picked-up for free and the District receives credit.  AB75 provides the amount the District must recycle to receive credit.  A booth will be set up at the Earth Day fair to provide information on campus recycling.  There is still an issue with people taking items out of bins and locks being broken off the dumpsters.  This had been discussed previously.  Sgt. Gutierrez indicated it is illegal in the state of California to take items our of recycle bins.  He will provide the code for this so that the campus can be informed.  Sgt. Gutierrez remarked it is a good idea to post signs but is not required.
4) Room Use/Rentals (S. Schwarz)

S. Schwarz mentioned to the Committee information from the Dean’s meeting regarding the use of rooms other than regular purpose classrooms.  If there is a request to use these rooms, the request will be referred to the area dean and then the individuals responsible for the use of the room will be notified.  Also mentioned was that rental requests for the campus are to be processed through the Business Office (room rentals and parking lot rentals) and the Hourglass Park Coordinator (rentals of the park, Aquatic Center and Field House).  

5) Smoking (D. Lindsay)

D. Lindsay provided the update that current verbiage on existing signage is being changed and additional signs are being made.  He commented that the Fieldhouse is a non-smoking area, but the trash cans purchased have ash trays with sand on top.  D. Gutowski mentioned the sand should be removed and the lids replaced.
