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EOPS… WHAT IT IS 

The purpose of EOPS is to provide students with an opportunity to participate in a community college program of study by providing eligible students with services that can assist them in achieving their educational and vocational goals.  It is a state-funded program of support services which are designed to be in addition to other services offered by the college. These services are specifically designed for students who are economically and educationally disadvantaged.  

EOPS
STANDS FOR EDUCATIONAL PLANNING:

In achieving your educational goals it is important to know what you need to do to reach them.  An education plan, which is required of all financial aid and EOPS students, will help you to define your major, choose both specific course work for that major and courses that will meet general education and graduation requirements.  You will have the added advantage of being able to chart your progress semester by semester so that you know you are moving toward your goals.  You must update your educational plan each semester with an EOPS counselor.  They can help you select your courses for the next term.  Schedule an educational planning appointment with an EOPS counselor early in the semester. 

EOPS STANDS FOR OPPORTUNITIES:

EOPS offers you a variety of support services and opportunities to help you achieve your dreams and goals.  We want you to be successful.  To that end, as an EOPS student, you must agree to meet certain requirements each semester as outlined in your mutual responsibility contract.  These requirements are designed to help you to succeed in college.  

EOPS STANDS FOR PEOPLE:

Our staff is specially trained to help you navigate successfully through the educational system.  We encourage you to ask any questions you might have.  If we cannot answer your question right away, we will research the answer. Our staff includes the program coordinator who oversees the program and who also counsels students; one full-time and several part-time counselors who help you with academic planning, problem solving, and referrals; an EOPS tech who processes your applications, determines eligibility, etc.; and peer advisors who staff the front office, answer general questions, schedule appointments, etc.  Our staff is multi-lingual so that we can serve students from many different countries.

EOPS STANDS FOR SERVICES: 

EOPS provides the following services:
Associated Student Card – Being a part of the ASC can be very helpful to you. The card will grant you 2 free transcripts, an awesome planner, and other goodies.

Book accounts – These accounts may be used only for textbooks but can be used at all district bookstores. Your account will be available three days after your orientation.

Bus pass or bus tokens – These are provided so that you can get to school if you have no other transportation.  If you complete orientation before the semester starts you can get a bus pass for the entire semester. Otherwise you will get two bus tokens for each day you have class.  Tokens are distributed weekly.


Cap and gown – provided free for our EOPS graduates. 

EOPS student leadership conference – A conference that is designed to help you develop your leadership skills.  Watch the EOPS newsletter for details.

Financial aid application assistance – individual assistance and/or group application workshops.  Financial aid and scholarship information for other colleges/universities is usually available.

General support – if you have a question or just need someone to talk to, stop by or make an appointment to see a counselor and/or peer counselor.


Monetary grant – awarded after you complete a BOGW and FAFSA and meet financial aid requirements (see financial aid bulletin).  Grants are based on need and are paid if the student has completed the requirements for the semester

Newsletter – distributed several times each semester. You will receive updates about the program, educational information and other information of interest.  You are encouraged to submit articles and information for publication.


Parking permits – As an EOPS student you are eligible for a semester parking permit. 

Photocopying – limited to campus-related academic work such as term papers, financial aid support documents and notes. (No textbooks).  Limit 10 copies per visit, one visit per week.


Priority enrollment – When you have completed all EOPS requirements for the current semester, and are in good standing, you will be able to register very early for the following semester. You will be notified by email.

Transfer assistance and application fee waivers – assistance in completing applications to four-year colleges and application fee waivers to the CSU, UC and private schools. Stop by the EOPS office for assistance.

Tutoring – Tutoring is available at The PLACe, located in D106, for one-on-one or small group assistance.  Good students get help when they need it.  How do you know when you need a tutor?  Do you leave your lecture feeling lost and confused?    Did you get a “C” or lower on your last test? If yes, then go the PLACe for tutoring.  

EOPS PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS
We’ve described what we can offer you in terms of counseling and support services.  There are also specific requirements you must meet to receive our services. 


These are:
(
At the time of entry be enrolled full time (12 units) with at least 9 of those units here at Miramar College. In subsequent semesters you must be enrolled in a minimum of 9 units

(
Have your financial aid at Miramar College.

(
Maintain satisfactory progress as defined in the Student Financial Aid Bulletin. That is, have a C average or 2.0 overall GPA.

(
Meet with a counselor three times a semester.

(
Complete all requirements each semester.  These may include a project, progress reports, etc..

You will remain eligible and will continue to receive EOPS services for six consecutive semesters or until you have reached 70 degree applicable units. All services are contingent upon program funding and upon completion of semester requirements


Grant checks will be mailed to the address you have on file in admissions.  These checks will not be forwarded by the post office so be sure to report address changes to admissions and records right away. If you have completed all specific requirements for the semester by the deadline you will receive a check approximately three weeks afterwards.  Grants are given when funds are available. 

To avoid interruption of your EOPS services, it is very important that you meet EOPS requirements and deadlines as agreed upon in your mutual responsibility contract. No funds are issued to students who submit late student teacher progress reports or are missing a project. In addition, if you fail to meet program requirements, you may be disqualified from EOPS services.
CARE (Cooperative Agencies Resources fore Education):

CARE is a program offered through EOPS to single parents who are receiving CalWORKs.  The primary goal is to help these students to become economically self sufficient and to reach their academic and vocational goals.  CARE students get the same services as other EOPS students plus additional assistance with supplies and possible CARE grants.
CARE REQUIREMENTS

There are also specific requirements you must meet to receive CARE that are in addition to those of EOPS.  


These are:


●  Be a member of a household receiving CalWORKs


●  Be at least 18 years of age


●  Be single, head of household



●  Have at least one child under 14 years of age

FINANCIAL AID


The purpose of financial aid is to assist students who need help in paying for college and thus achieving specific academic and/or vocational goals.  Note the word ‘specific!’  In other words, all students receiving financial aid are subject to strict standards of academic progress.  Basically, you are asked to define your major very early, to enroll only in relevant course work, carry a load of least 6 units (For a full grant you must be in at least 12 units.), and maintain an overall GPA of 2.0 or better.  Remember that for EOPS you must be in 12 units your first semester and at least 9 units thereafter.  Most of you will have no problems and will be able to fulfill these requirements.   But, those of you who decide to change your major, drop units, or fall below an overall 2.0 GPA may be put on financial aid probation or be disqualified.

There are several types of financial aid.  There are direct grants that do not have to be paid back, student loans that have to be paid back after you finish school, work study, and specialized grants for specific majors. Some of these are listed below.  There are also other programs available .

Board of Governors Waiver:  Waives enrollment fees/

Pell Grant:  A federal program.  Awards may range from $400 to $4,050 a year.

Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant:  A federal program that assists students with the lowest family financial resources for education.  Grant amounts range from $100 to $600 a year.
Work Study:   Part of the financial aid grant can be earned by working in an assigned job either on or off campus.  Federal work study grants range from $500 to $5,000 a year.
Cal Grant A:  A state program to help low and middle income students with tuition costs.  These grants are only available after you transfer to a four-year college.

Cal Grant B:  A state program for very low income students who are transferring to a four-year college. Grants may be as much as $1,551 a year.
Cal Grant C:  A state program for students who are in a vocational program and from a low or middle income family.  Grants may be as much as $576 a year.
William D. Ford Federal Direct Loan:  This is a direct loan from the federal government.  A total of $23,000 may be borrowed as an undergraduate student.  In general, if you are transferring to a four-year college, it would be wise to not get a loan until you transfer.  Costs are much higher at the transfer institution.
FINANCIAL AID ADVOCACY


If you are put on financial aid probation or are disqualified and want to file an appeal, our EOPS counselors are experienced and willing to help you as you manage your financial aid concerns.  They are well-informed on financial aid regulations and understand that you may need to change your major or may encounter other problems that affect your progress.  They can help you develop a sound case as you justify your continued need for financial assistance and you entitlement to this assistance to the appeals committee.  


Remember, an ounce of prevention can go a long way.  If you are considering a change of major or dropping units, come in and discuss your options with an EOPS counselor before you take action.  And if you find yourself in trouble with financial aid, come in to see us immediately for assistance.

KNOW ALL EOPS AND FINANCIAL AID DATES AND DEADLINES

Be informed, ask questions, read your responsibilities and keep on top of them.  Remember, you are responsible for your education.  If in doubt, see a counselor.  Refer to your EOPS handouts regularly for important dates or check them on the web.

READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL FORMS THAT YOU ARE ASKED TO SIGN


You are responsible for all agreements that you sign.  Always keep copies of important information in an organized file so you know where to find them.  Your student packet is a good tool for keeping these kinds of things organized. 

RETURN ANY REQUESTED FORMS TO THE FINANCIAL AID OFFICE AS SOON AS POSSIBLE


It can be easy to forget or procrastinate until the last minute when turning in important documents, etc.  Remember, preventing problems before they happen save lots of time and energy later.  

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:

1.  HOW MUCH MONEY WILL I BE ELIGIBLE FOR?


This will not be known until the Financial Aid application is submitted, the needs analysis is completed, and all the paperwork has been processed. However, a recent survey showed that 97% of all applicants were eligible for some sort of financial aid. So, do fill out an application.

2. HOW LATE IN THE YEAR CAN I APPLY FOR FINANCIAL AID?


You can apply for PELL grants as late as May 1 though you are subject to the availability of funds. Check with the Financial Aid Office regarding deadlines for various other programs.  However, the earlier you apply the better.  It is recommended that you apply as possible – in January for the next year if possible.

3.  WHEN AM I CONSIDERED INDEPENDENT FOR FINANCIAL AID PURPOSES?


You are considered independent of your parents when you are:

1) At least 24 years old.


2) Or a military veteran.


3) Or married.


4) Or have a dependent other than a spouse.


5) Or you are a ward of the court or both parents are dead. 

4.  HOW SOON WILL I BE NOTIFIED THAT MY APPLICATION HAS BEEN PROCESSED?

1. You will receive a Student Aid Report (SAR) from PELL within approximately four to eight weeks after they receive your application.  This should be taken to the Financial Aid Office immediately even if it indicates you are not complete in the processing of your paperwork. Be sure to keep a copy of your SAR. The financial aid office cannot issue you a duplicate copy and you may need the information at a later date. 

2. You will be contacted by the Financial Aid Office regarding any other aid for which you may be eligible. 

5.  DO I MAKE TOO MUCH MONEY TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR FINANCIAL AID?


The only way to know is to send the application to the Central Processing System (CPS) to be analyzed.  Because everyone’s financial situation and family size differs, eligibility can only be established through the needs analysis process.

6.  I AM A FOREIGN STUDENT (STUDENT VISA).  AM I ELIGIBLE FOR FINANICAL AID?


No, but you are eligible for some types of scholarships and the emergency personal loan. Ask our office for scholarship resources..

7.  MY PARENTS WILL NOT SUPPLY THEIR INCOME INFORMATION.  WHAT CAN I DO?


If you are a dependent student, you MUST provide information about parental income.

8.  WHEN SHOULD I APPLY FOR FINANCIAL AID?


File every January for the next school year.

9.  MY PARENTS DON’T FILE INCOME TAX.  WHAT DO I DO?


Come into the Financial Aid Office to obtain a form.  This form is a “Statement of non-filing,” which must be signed by your parents.

10.  MUST I TAKE 12 UNITS EACH SEMESTER?


Yes, to be considered “full-time” and EOPS eligible.  Otherwise, you can take 9-11 ½ units and be paid ¾ time or take 6-8 ½ units and be paid half-time.

11.  I STARTED WITH 12 UNITS BUT DROPPED SEVERAL.  WHAT SHOULD I DO?


Notify the Financial Aid Office immediately.  If this is done in time, your check will be adjusted accordingly.  Otherwise, you will be mailed the full-time check, and you will be placed on financial aid probation for the following semester. You may need to repay the excess funds.

12.  DO GRADES MATTER TO MY FINANCIAL AID ELIGIBILITY?


Yes.  Currently, to continue eligibility and avoid probation you must maintain an overall 2.0 GPA and complete the units in which you enrolled and for which you received financial aid.

13.  CAN I TAKE ANY COURSE I WISH WHEN I AM ON FINANCIAL AID?


No.  Your course of study must be directly related to your stated educational objective.  Part of your EOPS and financial aid requirement is to have an educational plan updated each semester so that you will know what courses to enroll in.

14.  IF I AM GOING TO CONTINUE COLLEGE OUT OF STATE, WHICH APPLICATION SHOULD I USE?


See the Financial Aid Office at the college you plan to transfer to for correct financial aid information and forms.

15.  HOW DO I GET A FINANCIAL AID TRANSCRIPT SENT TO THE COLLEGE TO WHICH I AM TRANSFERRING?


You must get a financial aid transcript form from the college, that you are planning to attend, complete the appropriate sections, and submit it to the Financial Aid Office at your former school.  They will complete their portion and mail it directly to the college. 

16.  I AM TRANSFERRING TO ANOTHER SCHOOL IN THE MIDDLE OF THE YEAR.  HOW DO I GET MY PELL TRANSFERRED?


Write to the PELL Processor to get duplicate Student Aid Reports (SAR) for the other school.  Contact the financial aid office for the address and to help you locate your DSN number.

17.  IF I ACCEPT FINANCIAL AID, WILL I LOSE ALL OR PART OF MY CalWORKs BENEFITS?


Grants do not count as earned income.  Student loans in excess of school expenses may count as earned income with regards to food stamps.  Check with your social worker for current information. 
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Remember, financial aid grants are designed to help you with school expenses.  It is best not to count on financial aid being your primary source of income.

MIRAMAR COLLEGE 
TIPS FOR SUCCESS:
(  SEE THE EOPS COUNSELOR EARLY IN THE SEMESTER.


Write out any questions that you have concerning your educational plan, your responsibilities outlined in the mutual responsibility contract, etc.  Go in prepared with necessary paperwork, catalogs, financial aid concerns, etc.  Don’t be a stranger; the EOPS staff is here to listen and to help you.  Here at Miramar, we want to see you reach your academic goals and we will assist you in every way that we can.

(  ESTABLISH PRIORITIES 

Make school a top priority.  Understand that you will have to give up some things in order to be successful academically.  Students most often fail because of work/school or family/school conflicts.  Organize your life so that it supports your education and schedule your education in such a way as to avoid conflict with other high priority aspects of your life.  Have reasonable expectations about what you can accomplish in a day, in a week, and in a semester.

(  MANAGE YOUR TIME

Maintain a weekly and semester calendar. List all assignments, papers and tests that are due during the semester.  Keep up on all weekly reading and homework assignments.  Schedule regular times to study, to do research, and to review.  When you have a long-term assignment such as a term paper, schedule tasks that need to be completed throughout the semester.  Don’t wait until two or three weeks before projects are due to begin working on them.  Prepare the night before. Organize yourself and the materials you will need the next day before you go to bed. Then, when you get up, you will not have to rush around to find what you need for the day.  Try doing this for the entire week. Then, try every day for an entire month. 

(  NOTIFY THE ADMISSIONS OFFICE OF ANY ADDRESS CHANGES

It is absolutely essential that we have your current address, phone number and email address.  You are also responsible for letting us know of any changes.  Otherwise you will miss checks, letters, and other pertinent information. You can make changes in person or at http://www.sdccd.edu
ADDING AND DROPPING CLASSES:
Sometimes students get into academic trouble because they forget to add/drop classes.  Remember, you need to complete the add/drop process on Reg-E on the internet.


To add/crash a class:


Ideally, before the semester starts, go to Reg-e, access the class you want to add, and, if it is closed, get on the wait list.  Then follow the steps below.  Getting on the wait list gives you priority over those who are not on the wait list. Once the semester has started, go to the first session of class and follow the steps below.  If you are not on the wait list and want to add a class you also need to follow the steps below.  However, in both cases, the professor will decide whether or not to accept more students.

1. Go to the class that you want to add.

2. Obtain an add code from the instructor.

3. Sign on to Reg-E.

4. Follow the add instructions.

5. Enter the six digit add code.

6. Print and keep a copy.

7. If you owe fees for this class you must pay on-line or at the accounting office.

To drop or withdraw from a class:

1. Check for the drop or withdraw deadline in the current class schedule.

2. Sign on to Reg-E.

3. Follow the drop/withdraw instructions.

4. Enter the six-digit CRN class that you want to drop.

5. Print a copy

6. Remember, it is the student’s responsibility to drop or withdraw from classes. Failure to do so may result in you receiving and “F” grade from your instructor, even if you never attended the class.

GLOSSARY OF COMMON COLLEGE TERMS

ACADEMIC YEAR


The academic year usually begins in August or September and ends in May or June.  It consists of two semesters (fall and spring) or three quarters (fall, winter, and spring). Miramar College's academic year is made up of two semesters and usually runs August through June.  Locally, SDSU and CSU, San Marcos are on the semester system and UCSD in on the quarter system.

ACADEMIC PROBATION

A student is placed on academic probation when they have not maintained an overall grade point average of 2.0 (a C average). 

ACADEMIC DISQUALIFICATION


A student who is on academic probation and does not earn a 2.0 GPA in the probation semester becomes disqualified.  A disqualified student must petition for readmission to Miramar College.  This can be done with an EOPS counselor.

APPEAL


If you wish to challenge Students have the option to complete a petition form requesting reconsideration of their status due to extenuating circumstances.

ASSOCIATE DEGREE


The associate degree is awarded for the completion of at least 60 units of lower division work which includes general education courses, a minimum of 18 units in a major, and other graduation requirements.  Miramar College offers both the Associate of Arts (A. A.) and the Associate of Science (A. S.) degrees.

BACHELOR’S DEGREE


A bachelor’s degree (BA, AB, BS,) is awarded by a four-year college or university only upon completion of all graduation requirements.  These include at least a major and general education.  You can complete the first 2 years of this degree at a community college and then transfer to a four-year school.

BUDGET


For student financial aid purposes, an estimated cost of attending school (fees, books, room and board, transportation, personal expenses).

CLASS SCHEDULE


This is issued each academic term.  It lists only the courses being offered in that term, how many sections of each course are scheduled and the days, time, place, and instructor.  You will use this schedule to select your classes for each term.  Not all classes are offered every semester.  Some are offered once a year and some only every other year.  Miramar offers classes during the day and in the evening so you should be able to get the classes you need.
CERTIFICATE OF ACHIEVEMENT


The certificate of achievement is awarded for the completion of all of the courses required in a major.  It does not require the completion of general education, or other graduation requirements.  

COLLEGE CATALOG


The college catalog is your user’s manual while you attend college.  It contains all that you ever wanted to know about graduation requirements, course content, your rights and responsibilities, major requirements, etc., etc., etc  The Miramar College catalog also outlines transfer requirements, resources, and other important information.  College catalogs are issued once a year and include changes that were made in requirements for that year.  You will be under the requirements of the catalog that was in force when you started college.  If you have a break in your college attendance, you might fall under a later catalog.  The college catalog is an important reference tool for your success.
CO-REQUISITE

A co-requisite is a course that must be taken at the same timeas another course. For instance, chemistry 152 requires that you take the Chemistry lab 152L in the same semester.
CREDIT/NO CREDIT


At Miramar a student may choose up to total of twelve units of coursework to be graded on a Credit (CR) or a No Credit (NC) grading basis. Credit is giver if you have at least a C.  Otherwise you will receive a No Credit.  Neither Credit or No Credit affects your grade point average.  Not all courses can be taken Credit/No Credit.  For example you can not choose this option for courses in your major. File a grade option form at admissions very early in the semester.  (Check the schedule of classes for the deadline.) IMPORTANT students who plan to transfer to four-year institutions would review the Credit/No Credit acceptance policy of the transfer institution prior to petitioning for the grading option.

CUMULATIVE GPA


Overall grade point average including all semesters and courses completed.

DSPS


Disability Support Programs and Services (in C-304) provides accommodation and support for students with physical, learning, or psychological disabilities. 

EDUCATIONAL PLAN


An outline of the course work you need to complete to achieve your educational goal.  This can include major and general requirements, transfer requirements, etc.

EMERGENCY LOAN


A small loan that must be repaid in 30 days with $1.00 interest. I is available through the financial aid office
EOPS


Extend Opportunity Programs and Services, a statewide special assistance program offering student benefits such as grants, tutoring, counseling, priority enrollment, etc.

FAFSA


Form used to apply for financial aid.  Free Application for Federal Student Aid.

FULL-TIME STUDENT

Enrolled in 12 or more units.  You are allowed to enroll in a maximum of 20 units per semester (exclusive of physical education classes) unless you get permission of a counselor for an overload. 

GENERAL EDUCATION


A pattern of course work which is the foundation of any degree program.  It includes courses in English and Math, the social sciences, the humanities, and the natural sciences.

GRADE POINT AVERAGE (GPA)

This can be calculated for each semester and for all classes you have taken  It is obtained by dividing the total grade points (# of units in a class times the grade point of the grade you receives) by total units taken.

GRADE POINTS


A numerical value assigned to each unit of college letter grades.  For example: A=4, B=3, C=2, D=1, F=0 grade points.  These points are used in computing the grade point average (GPA).

HALF-TIME STUDENT


A student carrying 6-8 ½ units per semester.

INCOMPLETE GRADE


This is given when a student is unable to complete a course due to circumstances beyond the student’s control.  The incomplete must be made up within a 12 month period or another grade will be issued by the instructor.

LOWER DIVISION


The first two years of college, which can be completed either at a community college like Miramar College or at a four-year college or university.  Upon completion of your lower division work at Miramar College, you can obtain a certificate of achievement, an associate degree and/or transfer to a four-year institution.

MAJOR


A pattern of courses within a specific area of study.  Majors for the associate degree at Miramar College require at least 18 units.  If you will be transferring to a four-year college or university, you can complete the lower division preparation for your major at Miramar College.

NEEDS ANALYSIS


Federally approved methods of calculating how much aid a student is eligible to receive, based on the student’s and parents’ income and assets.

PEER COUNSELOR


A student/person who provides advice to EOPS students having specific questions related to EOPS eligibility, requirements and procedures.

PHI THETA KAPPA


Phi Theta Kappa, honor society.  Students must have completed 12 semester units within 3 semesters and have a cumulative grade point average of 3.25 or better.

PREREQUISITE


This is a requirement that must be met before enrolling in a course, usually an entrance test score or completion of a lower level course.  When a course has a pre-requisite, students are expected to either have the skill level required or know the information provided by the prerequisite course.

PROBATION


A two-semester status allowing a student to show satisfactory progress of 12 or more units or improving GPA to at least 2.0 GPA (“C” average).  Failure to comply during probation will result in EOPS disqualification.

SAR


Student Aid Report, the forms sent from the processing center to notify your financial aid eligibility and instructions.

SATISFACTORY PROGRESS


Maintaining and completing 12 or more units with at least a 2.0 GPA.

SCHEDULE OF CLASSES


A booklet published each semester or term containing necessary information for enrollment that includes classes offered, times, day and dates, room’s locations and instructors.

SEMESTER


One-half of the academic year.  The fall semester begins in August; the spring semester usually begins in January.

SERVICES


A program of assistance designed to aid the student to enroll and be successful in college.  Includes counseling, tutoring, short-term loans, transition services and more. It does not include EOPS grants.

STATEMENT OF EDUCATIONAL PURPOSE


A document signed by each financial aid recipient certifying the financial aid will be used solely for educational expenses.

STUDENT CONTRIBUTION


The amount a student is expected to contribute to their educational costs each year in addition to the parents’ contribution (usually savings from summer and vacation or employment).

STUDENT LOAN


Money borrowed by a student for an extended period to assist in their education.  Loans are usually based on financial eligibility and must be repaid with interest.  

STUDENT-TEACHER PROGRESS REPORT
An EOPS form used to report back what you learned by talking with your teachers about your class performance. 

THREE-QUARTER TIME STUDENT


A student carrying 9-11 ½ units per semester.

TRANSFER INSTITUTION


A school or college to which one plans to transfer for advanced education or training after attending a community college.

TRANSFER MAJOR


A major intended primarily for students planning to transfer to a four-year college where the major will be completed.  The lower division prerequisites can be completed at a community college.

TUTOR


A person who provides assistance on a specific subject matter.  A tutor must have high scholastic marks in the area he/she tutors.

TRIO/SSS


TRIO Student Support Services is a federally funded program that assists student who are planning to transfer. See TRIO staff in B-203 for more information. 

UNIT


A credit value assigned to a college course.  Generally one unit of lecture credit means one hour of class per week.  One unit of laboratory credit requires three hours per week in the laboratory.  For every hour of lecture a student should plan on spending 2 hours studying.  Students carrying a 12-unit load are expected to spend approximately 24 to 36 hours per week on their academic work.  

UPPER DIVISION

We believe that students like you, who want to learn marketable skills and a college degree, can achieve those goals by planning carefully.  Establishing an educational plan, or a road map to your goal, ensures greater success than aimlessly choosing classes with little idea of what is really necessary.  Our EOPS counselors will help you develop your personal educational plan.



The educational plan, which is required of all financial aid and EOPS students, will help you to define your major, choose both specific course work for that major, and courses that will meet general education and graduation requirements.  You will have the added advantage of being able to chart your progress semester by semester so that you know you are moving toward your goals.  Be sure to remember to update your educational plan each semester with an EOPS counselor.  They can help you select your courses for the next term.  Schedule an appointment with an EOPS counselor early in the semester. 


EOPS STANDS FOR OPPORTUNITIES



EOPS offers you a variety of support services and opportunities to help you achieve your dreams and goals.  We want you to be successful.  To that end, as an EOPS student, you must sign and agree to fulfill a mutual responsibility contract. The contract outlines what you must do to receive EOPS services.  In addition, each student is required to complete a project each semester of participation.  The projects may include doing some career research, volunteer hours or other special activities. You are responsible for only one per term. However, all of the projects are designed to help you grow academically and/or personally by building self-esteem, learning about campus resources or building basic skills.


To help you succeed in your classes, EOPS offers a variety of workshops.  These sessions concentrate on a specific area.  They are designed to give you ideas and suggestions that you can put to work right away both in school and in other areas of life.  Check the special packet insert for this year’s workshop schedule.

EOPS STANDS FOR SERVICES


EOPS students come from diverse backgrounds and experiences.  However, they share one very important factor, they want to improve themselves and the way they live.  EOPS students know how to achieve their goals.  Being successful involves putting forth the effort to obtain an education and this is not always easy to accomplish.  



EOPS provides the following services to make college life a little easier.

Bus pass or Bus tokens – to assist your school attendance. Request the semester bus pass or two tokens per day each day you have class. The tokens are distributed weekly. 


Caps and gowns – provided free for our Miramar College EOPS graduates 


C.A.R.E. – Cooperative Agencies Resources for Education.  A state funded program designed to recruit and assist recipients of Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF) who are single parents and would like to attend college .



C.A.R.E. Eligibility –

You must be EOPS eligible 

Be at least 18 years old;

Be a single parent on TANF or have a child on TANF;

Have a child under fourteen years of age;

Be a full time student (12 units or more).



EOPS book account–Accounts may be used only for textbooks but can be used at all district bookstores. Awarded each semester but is contingent upon availability of funds.




EOPS grant –based on your financial need and awarded after you complete all financial aid requirements (see financial aid bulletin).  Grants are distributed during the semester. 


EOPS student leadership conference– Conference style programs designed to help you develop your leadership skills.  Watch the EOPS newsletter for details. Contingent upon availability of funds.


Financial aid application assistance – individual assistance and/or group application workshops.  Financial aid and scholarship information for other colleges/universities is usually available.



General support – if you have a question or just need someone to talk to, stop by or make an appointment to see a counselor and/or peer counselor. 



Newsletters – distributed three times each semester. You will receive updates about the program, educational information and other information of interest.  You are encouraged to submit articles and information for publication. Find your newsletter in your email account or on the Miramar EOPS web page at: http://www.miramarcollege.net/depts/stusvcs/eops


Parking permits – available to EOPS students who need them each semester. 


Photocopying – limited to campus-related academic work such as term papers, financial aid support documents and notes. (no textbooks).  Limit 10 copies per visit, one visit per week.





Priority enrollment – be in good standing and comply with EOPS requirements at the end of the semester and get to register early for classes.


Transfer planning- to  UC’s, CSU’s and private universities. Ask about UCSD’s TAG contract or SDSU TSD agreement. Many more! 

Transfer application fee waivers. We also offer application assistance and letters of recommendation. 

Tutoring – one-to-one or small group assistance.  Good students get help when they need it.  How do you know when you need a tutor?  Do you leave your lecture feeling lost and confused?  Are you two or more chapters behind in your reading assignments?  Did you get a “C” or lower on your last test? If yes, then ask for tutoring.  The PLACe (D106) will work with you.

You will remain eligible and will continue to receive EOPS services for six consecutive semesters or until you have reached 70 degree applicable units. All services are contingent upon funding and completion of requirements.

EOPS PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

We’ve described what we can offer you in terms of counseling and support services. There  are also specific requirements you must complete to receive other services.

Enroll full-time (12 units) each semester with completion of at least 9 units.

Traditionally, EOPS grant checks are disbursed twice per semester.. The checks will be mailed to the address you have on file in admissions.  These checks will not be forwarded by the post office so be sure to report address changes to admissions and records right away. Checks will be received approximately three weeks after the progress report deadlines. 


To avoid interruption of your EOPS services, it is very important that you meet EOPS requirements and deadlines as agreed upon in your mutual responsibility contract. No funds are issued to students who submitted late progress reports or are missing a project.


In addition, if you fail to meet program requirements, you may be disqualified from EOPS services.


ADDING AND DROPPING CLASSES


Sometimes students get into academic trouble because they forget to add/drop classes.  Remember, you need to complete the add/drop process through the Class Talk (over the phone) or on Reg-E on the web. Remember to note the date of the Add/Drop deadline. It changes each semester. 


To add/crash a class:


1. Go to the class that you want to add.


2. Obtain an add code from the instructor.


3. Call Class Talk at (619) 624-2100 or sign on to Reg-E.

4. Follow the add instructions.


5. Enter the six digit add code.


6. Print a copy of your new schedule and keep it in your files. 


To drop or withdraw from a class:


1. Check for the drop or withdraw deadline in the current class schedule.


2. Call Class Talk at (619) 624-2100 or sign on to Reg-E.

3. Follow the drop/withdraw instructions.


4. Enter the six-digit CRN class that you want to drop.


5. Print a copy of your new schedule and keep it in your files. Remember, it is the student’s responsibility to drop or withdraw from classes and to prove that the transaction went through. Failure to do so may result in you receiving and “F” grade from your instructor, even if you never attended the class. 

FINANCIAL AID






FINANCIAL AID ADVOCACY



All financial aid students are subject to standards of academic progress.  Basically, you are asked to define your major very early, to enroll only in relevant course-work, carry a full load of 12 units, and maintain a GPA of 2.0 or better.  Most of you will have no problems and will be able to fulfill these requirements.   But, some of you who decide to change your major, or who experience a personal crisis, drop units or fall below a 2.0 GPA may be put on financial aid probation or be disqualified.



Our EOPS counselors are experienced and willing to provide you support as you manage these financial aid concerns.  They are well-informed on financial aid regulations and understand that students may need to change their major or may encounter other problems that affect their progress.  They can help you develop a sound case as you justify your continued need and entitlement of financial assistance to the appeals committee.  



Remember, an ounce of prevention can go a long way.  If you are considering a change of major or dropping units, come in and discuss your options with an EOPS counselor before you take action.  And if you find yourself in trouble with financial aid, come in to see us immediately for assistance.


KNOW ALL EOPS AND FINANCIAL AID DATES AND DEADLINES


Be informed, ask questions, read your responsibilities and keep on top of them.  Remember, you are responsible for your education.  If in doubt, see a counselor.  Refer to your EOPS handouts regularly for important dates.


READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL FORMS THAT YOU ARE ASKED TO SIGN



You are responsible for all agreements that you sign.  Always keep copies of all-important information and keep an organized file so you know where to find these important documents.  Your student packet is a good tool for keeping these kinds of things organized. 


RETURN ANY REQUESTED FORMS TO THE FINANCIAL AID OFFICE AS SOON AS POSSIBLE



It can be easy to forget, or procrastinate until the last minute when turning in important documents, etc.  Remember, preventing problems before they happen save lots of time and energy later.  


FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS


HOW MUCH MONEY WILL I BE ELIGIBLE FOR?



This will not be known until the Financial Aid application is submitted, the needs analysis is completed, and all the paperwork has been processed.


HOW LATE IN THE YEAR CAN I APPLY FOR FINANCIAL AID?



Subject to availability of funds, you can apply for PELL as late as May 1.  For various other programs, check with the Financial Aid Office regarding deadlines.


WHEN AM I CONSIDERED INDEPENDENT?



You are considered independent of your parents when you are: 1) at least 24 years old.
2) Or a military veteran.
3) Or married.
4) Or have dependent other than a spouse.
5) Or you are a ward of the court or both parents are dead. 


HOW SOON WILL I BE NOTIFIED THAT MY APPLICATION HAS BEEN PROCESSED?


1. You will receive a Student Aid Report (SAR) from PELL within approximately four to eight weeks after they receive your application.  This should be taken to the Financial Aid Office immediately even if it indicates you are not complete in the processing of your paperwork. Be sure to make and keep a copy of your SAR. The financial aid office cannot issue you a duplicate copy and you may need the information at a later date. 


2. You will be contacted by the Financial Aid Office regarding any other aid for which you may be eligible. 


IF I ACCEPT FINANCIAL AID, WILL I LOSE ALL OR PART OF MY WELFARE BENEFITS?



Grants do not count as earned income.  Student loans in excess of school expenses may count as earned income with regards to food stamps.  Check with your social worker for current information. 


DO I MAKE TOO MUCH MONEY TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR FINANCIAL AID?



The only way to know is to send the application to the Central Processing System (CPS) to be analyzed.  Because everyone’s financial situation and family size differs, eligibility can only be established through the needs analysis process.


I AM A FOREIGN STUDENT (STUDENT VISA).  AM I ELIGIBLE FOR FINANICAL AID?



No, but you are eligible for some types of scholarships and the emergency personal loan. Ask our office for a copy of the scholarship list issued by MALDEF.


IF I AM GOING TO CONTINUE COLLEGE OUT OF STATE, WHICH APPLICATION SHOULD I USE?



See the Financial Aid Office at the college you plan to transfer to for correct financial aid information and forms.


MY PARENTS WILL NOT SUPPLY THEIR INCOME INFORMATION.  WHAT CAN I DO?



If you are a dependent student, you MUST provide information about parental income.


WHEN SHOULD I APPLY FOR FINANCIAL AID?



File every January for the next school year. Apply every April for EOPS and CARE.

MY PARENTS DON’T FILE INCOME TAX.  WHAT DO I DO?



Come into the Financial Aid Office to obtain a form.  This form is a “Statement of non-filing,” which must be signed by your parents.


MUST I TAKE 12 UNITS EACH SEMESTER?



Yes, to be considered “full-time” and EOPS eligible.  Otherwise, you can take 9-11 ½ units and be  ¾ time for which your are paid 3/4ths of your award, or take 6 units and be a half-time student which will cut your grants by half.

I STARTED WITH 12 UNITS BUT DROPPED SEVERAL.  WHAT SHOULD I DO?



Notify the Financial Aid Office immediately.  If this is done in time, your check will be adjusted accordingly.  Otherwise, you will be mailed the full-time check, and you will be placed on financial aid probation for the following semester. You may need to repay the excess funds.


DO GRADES MATTER TO MY FINANCIAL AID ELIGIBILITY?



Yes.  Currently, to continue eligibility and avoid probation you must maintain a 2.0 GPA and complete the units for which you enrolled and received financial aid.


HOW DO I GET A FINANCIAL AID TRANSCRIPT SENT TO THE COLLEGE TO WHICH I AM TRANSFERRING?



You must get a financial aid transcript form from the college, which you are planning to attend, complete the appropriate sections, and submit it to the Financial Aid Office at your former school.  They will complete their portion and mail it directly to the college. 


I AM TRANSFERRING TO ANOTHER SCHOOL IN THE MIDDLE OF THE YEAR.  HOW DO I GET MY PELL TRANSFERRED?



Write to the PELL Processor to get duplicate Student Aid Reports (SAR) for the other school.  Contact the financial aid office for the address and to help you locate your DSN number.


CAN I TAKE ANY COURSE I WISH WHEN I AM ON FINANCIAL AID?



No.  Your course of study must be directly related to your stated educational objective.  Part of your EOPS and financial aid requirement is to have an educational plan updated each semester so that you will know what courses to enroll in.

MIRAMAR COLLEGE TIPS FOR SUCCESS


(  SEE THE EOPS COUNSELOR EARLY IN THE SEMESTER.



Write out any questions that you have concerning your educational plan, your responsibilities outlined in the mutual responsibility contract, etc.  Go in prepared with necessary paperwork, catalogs, financial aid concerns, etc.  Don’t be a stranger; the EOPS staff is here to listen and to help you.  Here at Miramar, we want to see you reach your academic goals and we will assist you in every way that we can.



(  KEEP A POSITIVE ATTITUDE.


The stresses of going to college are too numerous to mention.  Feeling the pressure is an on-going process.  You can deal with college if you work on your physical and mental state of mind.  Positive thinking is the first step.  College is an important time when you will meet new people and experience personal growth.  By surrounding yourself with positive people, you can eliminate added pressures of life!



(  ESTABLISH PRIORITIES 


Make school a top priority.  Understand that you will have to give up some things in order to be successful academically.  Students most often fail because of work/school or family/school conflicts.  Organize your life so that it supports your education and schedule your education in such a way as to avoid conflict with other high priority aspects of your life.  Have reasonable expectations about what you can accomplish in a day, in a week, and in a semester.



(  MANAGE YOUR TIME


Maintain a weekly and semester calendar.  List all assignments, papers, and tests due during the semester.  Keep up on all weekly reading and homework assignments.  Schedule regular times to study, to do research, and to review.  When you have a long-term assignment such as a term paper, schedule tasks that need to be completed throughout the semester.  Don’t wait until two or three weeks before projects are due to begin working on them. 


Prepare the night before.  Organize yourself and the materials you will need the next day before you go to bed.  Then, when you get up, you will not have to rush around to find what you need for the day.  Try doing this for the entire week. Then, try every day for an entire month. 



(  NOTIFY THE ADMISSIONS OFFICE OF ANY ADDRESS CHANGES


It is absolutely essential that we have your current address, phone number and email address.  You are also responsible for letting us know of any changes in your class schedule or educational plans. Otherwise you will miss letters, checks and other pertinent information.
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GLOSSARY OF COMMON COLLEGE TERMS


ACADEMIC YEAR



At Miramar College an academic year is two semesters, August through June.


ACADEMIC PROBATION


A student is placed on academic probation when they have not either met the minimum grade point average of 2.0 or who have not completed at least 60% of all classes attempted.


ACADEMIC DISQUALIFICATION



A student who has been on academic probation for two consecutive semesters becomes disqualified.  A disqualified student must petition through the counseling center for readmission to Miramar College.  


APPEAL



Students have the option to complete a petition form requesting reconsideration of their status due to extenuating circumstances.


ASSOCIATE DEGREE



Awarded for the completion of at least 60 units of (AA OR AS) lower division work, which includes general education course, a minimum of 18 units in a major and other graduation requirements.  


BACHELOR’S DEGREE



A degree (BA, AB, BS) awarded by a 4-year college or university only upon completion of all graduation requirements.  These include a major and general education.  You can complete the first 2 years of this degree at a community college.


BOOK-ACCOUNT



An account provided to students for purchases of educationally related items (mostly books) at campus bookstores.  


BUDGET



For student financial aid purposes, an estimated cost of attending school (tuition, fees, books, room and board, transportation, personal expenses).


BOGW



Board of Governor’s fee Waiver helps students by waiving the cost of enrollment in classes. You can pick up a single page application in the financial aid office or complete a FAFSA form to see if you qualify. 


CAMPUS-BASED AID



College work-study (CWS), supplemental educational opportunity grant (SEOG), Extended Opportunity Program and Services (EOPS).


CERTIFICATE



Award for the completion of the core requirements in vocational majors.  Does not require the completion of general education, or other graduation requirements.  


COLLEGE CATALOG



A publication issued by a college outlining the course offerings, major’s, admission requirements, regulations, rights and responsibilities etc. 


CONTRACT



A binding agreement, in writing, between two or more persons specifying the terms and conditions to be undertaken to achieve a specific goal.


CREDIT/NO CREDIT



A student may choose up to total of twelve units of coursework to be graded on a Credit (CR) or a No Credit (NC) grading basis. This cannot be done for courses in a Major. File a grade option form at admissions. 


IMPORTANT students who plan to transfer to four-year institutions would review the Credit/No Credit acceptance policy of the transfer institution prior to petitioning for the grading option.


CUMULATIVE GPA



Overall grade point average including all semesters and courses completed.


DEPENDENT



A spouse, child or other person who receives at least one-half of his/her support from the student or a parent.


DSPS



Disabled Students Programs and Services provide programs and services for students with various types of disabilities. Contact the department in C-304.


EDUCATIONAL PLAN



An outline of the course work you need to complete to achieve your educational goal.  This can include major and general requirements, transfer requirements, etc.


EMERGENCY LOAN



A small loan that must be repaid in 30 days with $1.00 interest. 


EOPS



Extend Opportunity Programs and Services, a statewide special assistance program offering student benefits such as grants, tutoring, counseling, priority enrollment, etc.


EOPS BENEFITS



Includes both EOPS services and EOPS grants.


EOPS ELIGIBLE



A student eligible for EOPS by income and educational disadvantage.


EOPS GRANTS



Stipends, EOPS funds given to students to finance their education without repayment.


EOPS ORIENTATION



A formal orientation reviewing EOPS benefits, student responsibilities, and completion of EOPS contract.


FAFSA



Form used to apply for financial aid.  Free Application for Federal Student Aid.


FULL-TIME STUDENT



Being registered for 12 or more units.  You are allowed to enroll in a maximum of 20 units per semester (exclusive of physical education classes) unless you get permission of a counselor for an overload. 


GENERAL EDUCATION



A pattern of course work which is the foundation of any degree program.  It includes courses in English and Math, the social sciences, the humanities, and the natural sciences.


GPA



Grade point average = Total grade points divided by total units.


GRADE POINTS



A numerical value assigned to each unit of college letter grades.



For example: A=4, B=3, C=2, D=1, F=0 grade points.  These points are used in computing the grade point average (GPA).


HALF-TIME STUDENT



A student carrying 6-8 ½ units per semester.


INCOMPLETE GRADE



Assigned when a student is unable to complete a course due to circumstances beyond the student’s control.  The incomplete must be make up within a 12 month period or another grade will be issued by the instructor.


LOWER DIVISION



The first two years of college, which can be completed either at a community college like Miramar College or at a four-year college or university.  Upon completion of your lower division work at Miramar College, you can obtain a certificate of achievement, an associate degree and/or transfer to a four-year institution.


MAJOR



A pattern of courses within a specific area of study.  Majors for the associate degree require at least 18 units.  If you will be transferring to a four-year college or university, you can complete the lower division preparation for your major at Miramar College.


NEED ANALYSIS



Federally approved methods of calculating how much aid a student is eligible to receive, based on the student’s and parents’ income and assets.


NON-COMPLIANCE



Not following the rules and general procedures of a program.


PEER COUNSELOR



A student/person who provides advice to EOPS students having specific questions related to EOPS eligibility, requirements and procedures.


PHI THETA KAPPA



Phi Theta Kappa, honor society.  Students must have completed 12 semester units within 3 semesters and have a cumulative grade point average of 3.25 or better.


PRE-REQUISITE



A requirement that must be met before enrolling in a course, usually an entrance test score or completion of a lower level course.  When a course has a pre-requisite, students are expected to either have the skill level required or know the information provided by the prerequisite course.


PROBATION



A two-semester status allowing a student to show satisfactory progress of 12 or more units or improving GPA to at least 2.0 GPA (“C” average).  Failure to comply during probation will result in EOPS disqualification.


SAR



Student Aid Report, the forms sent from the processing center to notify your financial aid eligibility and instructions.


SATISFACTORY PROGRESS



Maintaining and completing 12 or more units with at least a 2.0 GPA.


SCHEDULE OF CLASSES



A booklet published each semester or term containing necessary information for enrollment that includes classes offered, times, day and dates, rooms locations and instructors.


STUDENT CONTRIBUTION



The amount a student is expected to contribute to their educational costs each year in addition to the parents’ contribution (usually savings from summer and vacation or employment).


SEMESTER



One-half of the academic year.  The fall semester begins in August; the spring semester usually begins in January.


SERVICES



A program of assistance designed to aid the student to enroll and be successful in college.  Includes counseling, tutoring, short-term loans, transition services and more. It does not include EOPS grants.


STATEMENT OF EDUCATIONAL PURPOSE



A document signed by each financial aid recipient certifying the financial aid will be used solely for educational expenses.


STUDENT LOAN



Money borrowed by a student for an extended period to assist in their education.  Loans are usually based on financial eligibility and must be repaid with interest.  


THREE-QUARTER TIME STUDENT



A student carrying 9-11 ½ units per semester.


TRANSFER INSTITUTION



A school or college to which one plans to transfer for advanced education or training after attending a community college.


TRANSFER MAJOR



A major intended primarily for students planning to transfer to a four-year college where the major will be completed.  The lower division prerequisites can be completed at a community college.


TUTOR



A person who provides assistance on a specific subject matter.  A tutor must have high scholastic marks in the area he/she tutors.


TRIO/SSS



TRIO Student Support Services is a federally funded program that assists student who are planning to transfer. See TRIO staff in B-203 for more information. 


UNIT



A credit value assigned to a college course.  Generally one unit of lecture credit means one hour of class attendance.  One unit of laboratory credit requires three hours per week in the laboratory.  For every hour of lecture a student should plan on spending 2 hours studying.  Students carrying a 12-unit load are expected to spend approximately 36 hours per week on their academic work.  


UPPER DIVISION



The last two years of a four-year degree program.  Upper division courses are not offered by Miramar College or any other community college, but you can complete the preparation for upper division work and attend SDSU satellite courses on campus. Speak to a counselor for more info.  
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VETERANS BENEFITS



Services offered to veterans or their legal dependants. Benefits include Counseling, guidance and financial assistance to qualified persons. See the Financial Aid Office/Veterans Affairs personnel for more information.
